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Dr. Edward N. Ludin Young Leadership Award

Description
The Dr. Edward N. Ludin Young Leadership Endowment Fund was established through the TOP Jewish Foundation in January of 1994.  The purpose of the fund is to provide an annual award for an outstanding young leader in the Pinellas Jewish community.  The cash award shall be used as a subsidy for the registration of the award winner at the UJC Washington Young Leadership Conference, General Assembly or other similar national or regional gathering of Jewish community leadership.  The amount of the award will be the accumulated annual interest of the fund from its investment in the T.O.P. Jewish Foundation.

Nomination Process
Each year, applications for nominations will be distributed.  Requests for nominations will be sent to Agency Presidents and Executive Directors, the Federation Board, the Federation Staff and the Council of Presidents.  An ad for nomination forms will also appear in the Jewish Press, along with a description of the award.  This publicity will work to make everyone aware of the award and to solicit nominations.

Criteria for Award

Criteria for selection include demonstration of significant leadership ability, level of 

involvement and the potential for greater leadership responsibility in the future.  In addition,

this individual will have demonstrated significant involvement in the annual Combined

UJA/Federation campaign, both actively and financially. The nominee must meet the National

Young Leadership age criteria of 25 to 45.  However, the Awards Committee

may consider additional factors as well.

Selection Process
Once applications have been completed and returned by Friday, March 2, 2012, they will be reviewed by the Dr. Edward N. Ludin Awards Committee and a selection will be made. 

Award Winner
The announcement of the winner will be made and the award presented at the Joint Annual Meeting of the Jewish Federation and its Beneficiary Agencies to be held this year on Tuesday, May 8, 2012.  The presentation will be publicized in the Jewish Press, the Annual Report and in the GA booklet.  The award winner will have two years from the date of the presentation to utilize the cash subsidy to attend one of the programs listed above (if amount goes unused, it will become part of the principal for the fund).  In addition, a plaque will be exhibited in the Federation Board Room with the award winner’s name for each year.
